To escape from this danger, Muhammad and his followers in
Mecca went to Medina in the year 622. This event, the Hijra,
marks the beginning of the Islamic calendar.

In Medina, Muhammad united the local tribes who had been
fighting each other, and after eight years of fighting with the

tribes from the area around Mecca, his followers, who by then
3 had grown to 10,000, conquered Mecca He did not punish the
/ people who had driven him out of the city. Instead, he made new
rules and laws which meant that poor people and children were
looked after properly.
In 632, Muhammad fell ill and died. By the time of his
